What does the GRN mean by recycling, 
reuse, salvage and liquidation? 

 
Recycling is the process by which waste 
materials are converted for use as "raw"    
materials into other products.  

         
      Scrap are materials intended for recycling. 
        
      Reuse is simply to reuse an item as it currently  
      is intended.    
 
      Salvage is the process of recapturing items  
      for reuse.   
 
      A GRN Liquidation is the removal of some or  
      all items for salvage and/or recycling that  
      will provide the most value back to a project.
